Parking management strategies

• Eliminate ALL time limits
– Use pricing to force turn-over

• Vary pricing by block to encourage enough 
turn-over to keep all blocks 10-15% free
– Parking can be free at times of low demand
– Monitor and adjust rates at least quarterly

• Extend meter hours through dining hours 
(at least 10pm)
