


























Pedestrian Access Easement over Lot 3

A certain parcel of land situated northwesterly of Somerset Street and southwesterly of Chestnut
Street in the City of Portland, County of Cumberland and State of Maine designated as 4’ Wide
Easement arca and 5° Easement Area as shown on “Pedestrian Access Easement Exhibit B”
Midtown project by Stantec Consulting Services Inc. to be recorded, bounded and described as
follows:

Beginning at a point on the new northwesterly sideline of Somerset Street, said point being the
southeasterly corner of Lot 3 as shown on said plan;

Thence, N 63°10°10” W along the southerly line of said Lot 3 a distance of 4.32 feet;
Thence, N 49°00°22 E across said Lot 3 a distance of 434.35 feet;

Thence, N 40°59°38” W across said Lot 3 a distance of 136.00 feet to the westerly line of said
Lot 3;

Thence, N 49°00°22” E along the westerly line of said Lot 3 a distance of 5.00 feet to the new
southwesterly sideline of Chestnut Street;

Thence, S 40°59°38” E along the new southwesterly sideline of said Chestnut Street 140.00 feet
to the new northwesterly sideline of said Somerset Street;

Thence, S 49°00°22” W along the new northwesterly sideline of said Somerset Street 437.72 feet
to the point of beginning, containing 2,434 square feet more or less.



EXHIBIT C

The Easement areas shall function as a public ADA Compliant sidewalk for pedestrian, bicycle
and similar non-motorized pedestrian recreational uses, subject, however, to such rules or
ordinances that Grantee may adopt from time to time in the interests of public safety.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, wheelchair and emergency vehicles as well as snow removal
equipment shall be permitted in accordance with applicable federal and/or state laws regulating
accessibility for such devices or vehicles or equipment.

All improvements within the Easement areas shall be owned by Grantor or any party to whom or
to which such property is conveyed or assigned.

Maintenance and repair responsibilities within the Easement areas shall belong to Grantor or any
party to whom or to which such property is conveyed or assigned. It shall be the responsibility
of the Grantor to remove snow and ice from said sidewalk and to otherwise comply with all laws,
rules, regulations, and ordinances governing the removal of snow and ice. Grantee shall have the
right but not the obligation to repair or maintain the easement areas when Grantee, in its sole
discretion, deems such repairs or maintenance necessary to ensure public safety.

The Easement areas shall, as provided and permitted herein, be maintained as a sidewalk for the
uses set forth and described herein and Grantor shall not use or permit any use, condition or state
of disrepair that would be contrary to or otherwise inhibit such uses.



LICENSE AGREEMENT

This License Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as of the 20th day of January,
2016, between the CITY OF PORTLAND, a Maine body corporate and politic, with a mailing
address of City Hall, 389 Congress Street, Portland, Maine 04101 (the “City” or “Licensor”), and
FEDEQ DVO001, LLC a Maine limited liability company with a place of business in Portland,
Maine and mailing address of P.O. Box 370008, Miami, FL 33137 and its successors and assigns
(hereinafter the “Licensee”), who hereby agree as follows:

FOR VALUABLE CONSIDERATION, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, a license is hereby granted to Licensee by Licensor to occupy portions of land
owned by the City at, along, under, above or within portions of EIm Street, Somerset Street,
Chestnut Street, Pearl Street Extension, and the Bayside Trail in the City of Portland,
Cumberland County, Maine, which property abuts the property of Licensee’s planning board-
approved project known as ‘MiDTOWN” (“Midtown” or “Licensee’s Project”), described in
Licensee’s purchase and sale agreement with Licensor dated June 23, 2011, as amended, and as
more particularly shown on that certain “Amended Subdivision/Recording Plat on Somerset
Street, Portland, Maine” prepared for Fay, Spofford & Thorndike by Owen Haskell, Inc. dated
April 10, 2013, revised January 21, 2015 and approved as amended by the Portland Planning
Board on March 3, 2015 (“Licensee’s Property”), for the purpose of permitting the encroachment
of (i) Stormwater Infrastructure, and (ii) stairs, landings, planters, walls or canopies, and ramps
(the “Licensed Infrastructure™), all as more fully depicted in Exhibits A & B attached hereto and
made a part hereof (the “Licensed Areas”), said Exhibits A and B are also to be recorded in a
Plan Book at the Cumberland County Registry of Deeds, together with the right from time to
time to bring upon the Licensed Areas and areas adjacent thereto workers, materials and
machinery necessary for the use and enjoyment of the License granted herein, all in connection
with the development of Licensee’s Project being developed on the Licensee’s Property.
Occupancy of the Licensed Areas is subject to the following conditions:

1. All work performed upon and use of the Licensed Areas by Licensee and related
to the Licensed Infrastructure for the purposes set forth herein shall be at Licensee’s sole cost
and expense (unless otherwise agreed in writing), the parties acknowledging that there may be
temporary interruptions in enjoyment of the City’s property adjacent to the Licensed Areas
related to the conduct of any work related to this License. Licensee agrees at its sole expense to
restore any portion of the Licensed Areas and adjacent City property damaged by work
conducted by Licensee related to this License to substantially its condition prior to such work, or
as shown on the Site Plan (as defined below) for the Project, or as close to that condition as is
reasonably practicable. Licensee, its successors and assigns, shall defend, indemnify and hold
the City, its officers, agents, and employees harmless from any and all claims, including but not
limited to claims for damage to City property and reasonable attorney’s fees, which arise out of
Licensee’s use, or the use of others, of the City's property within or abutting the Licensed Areas
in connection with the Licensed Infrastructure as described above.

2. At all times during the Term of this License Agreement, Licensee, its agents and
assigns, specifically including, but not limited to any condominium association as soon as any
unit is transferred, shall exclusively be responsible for repairing, keeping and maintaining the



Licensed Areas in a safe condition generally, by, among other things: ensuring prompt removal
of, or otherwise eliminating, snow and ice from all encroachments and in a manner that does not
endanger pedestrians; preventing, by design and rules and supervision, objects stored or
otherwise present on the encroachments from falling or being dropped or thrown onto the City’s
sidewalk; repairing, replacing repairing, maintaining or removing all encroachments as necessary
for public safety; taking any and all other measures necessary to protect pedestrians in the
sidewalk from injury or other harm arising out of the presence of the encroachments.

3. Prior to completion of installation of any Licensed Infrastructure, Licensee shall
procure and maintain liability insurance in an amount of at least Four Hundred Thousand Dollars
($400,000) combined single limit (or the amount stated in the Maine Tort Claims Act as the
same may be amended from time to time), covering claims for bodily injury, death and property
damage and shall either name the City of Portland as an additional insured with respect to such
coverage or shall obtain a contractual liability endorsement covering the obligations of Licensee
under the terms of this license. Licensee shall provide City with evidence of such insurance
coverage and shall obtain an endorsement providing City with no less than ten (10) days notice
prior to non-renewal or cancellation thereof. Such notice shall be sent to City of Portland,
Corporation Counsel, 389 Congress Street, Portland, ME 04101. Failure of Licensee to procure
or maintain such insurance coverage shall be an Event of Revocation as set forth in section 5
below.

4. This license is assignable to any subsequent owners of the building or buildings
located on the land described on the approved site and subdivision plan for Licensee’s Project,
Address: 59 Somerset Street, Portland, Maine, conditionally approved by the Portland Planning
Board on March 3, 2015, which shall be recorded in the Cumberland County Registry of Deeds
upon satisfaction of remaining conditions (the “Site Plan”).

5. Subject to the provisions of Sections 6 and 7 hereof, this Agreement may be
revoked six (6) months after receipt by the Licensee of written notice that an Event of
Revocation has occurred, identifying such Event of Revocation, provided that such Event of
Revocation is not cured within six (6) months after receipt of such notice by Licensee, or any
longer period of time as agreed to in writing by the City, except as set forth in clause 3) below.
“Event of Revocation” shall mean: 1) the building(s) shown on the Site Plan fail(s) to be
constructed substantially in accordance with the Site Plan or any amendments thereto; 2) the
building(s) as shown on the Site Plan are destroyed, removed or otherwise thereafter cease to
exist on Licensee’s Property and construction to rebuild said building(s) has not begun within
twelve (12) months of said destruction or removal; or 3) failure to maintain insurance as required
under Section 2 above, and such failure is not remedied within thirty (30) days after written
notice thereof. This Licensee may be amended by the City Manager in his or her discretion as
necessary to correct and/or revise the Exhibits, to more accurately show the encroachments
described above that are being licensed under this Agreement.

6. Any notice of an Event of Revocation delivered pursuant to Section 5 of this
Agreement must be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested to the Licensee at the address
for Licensee set forth above, or at such other address as the Licensee may provide to the City in
writing from time to time. Copies of any notices sent to Licensee shall also be sent to:

7. Notwithstanding any other provision herein, in the event that a notice of an Event
of Revocation is delivered pursuant to Section 5 hereof, any mortgagee of Licensee’s Property
shall be entitled to cure the matter set forth in such notice within the time frames set forth in
Section 5 hereof, and the City agrees to accept such performance by any such mortgagee of
Licensee’s obligations hereunder.
